
Take your time & ask for help if you need it
(If you make a mistake, you may ask for a new ballot twice)

When you are finished, put your ballot in the envelope and hand it to a poll worker.

Slide the ballot in all the way. Make sure you see 
the words INSERT CARD       THIS SIDE UP.  
Slip the holes over the red posts. 

Tip 1: Insert the card 

Tip 3: Punch it hard!
Take your card out of the voting machine. Hold 
your card up to the light. Make sure that every 
hole looks like a small window and that the light 
shines through.  

Turn your ballot over. If 
small pieces of paper are 
attached to any of the 
holes, carefully remove 
these "hanging chads." 

Now you are done.

Follow the directions on the ballot and vote for the 
number of candidates it says. Don't vote for more 
candidates than the ballot tells you to         or your 
vote won't be counted.
